PEMdata Configuration Utility

The PEMdata Configuration Utility allows the user to control the settings of their PEM2 datalogger, by creating a “command file” to communicate the changes to the PEM2. 

With the Configuration Utility, you can:

· Assign a location name

· Change display mode

· Choose the Temperature Units

· Choose the output format

· Clear the logger’s memory

On the following page, you will be presented with a list of the PEM2 settings and the parameters you are able to control. 

The default selection for each parameter is “don’t change”; this selection will leave the current PEM2 setting unchanged. If another parameter is selected, the PEM2 will change its settings to the new selection. 

Once you have made your selections, Click “Generate”. A command file will be created by the Configuration Utility and saved to your computer’s default download location. The file will be named with the serial number of the PEM2 and will have the file extension “.pm2”, such as P2_0001.pm2.

ON CONFIGURE PAGE:

PEM2 Selection:

Identify which PEM2 you would like to modify by entering the PEM2’s serial number .

NOTE: You can not create a universal command file to apply to several PEM2. Each command file is dedicated to an individual PEM2 serial number and can only be used to reconfigure that specific PEM2. If you would like to change the settings of another PEM2, create another command file with the appropriate serial number.

Location Name

Each PEM2 logger can be given a location name up to 64 characters in length that will appear in the header of its data file. When you upload PEM2 data to PEMdata.com, the site will automatically name the data set after the Location Name stored in the logger. If no Location Name is found in the logger, the site will name the data set with the serial number. 

Giving the PEM2 a name that accurately yet concisely describes its location helps to identify the dataset without referring to a master list of serial number. We recommend assigning a Location Name to each PEM2 before uploading your data to the website.

Checking the “Clear Logger Memory” box will clear all the accumulated data from the datalogger. We do not recommend clearing the logger memory unless you are moving the logger to a new location. Back-up the data to your computer before clearing the data.

Output Format

Choose the numerical format for writing the data log file

The default data format setting for every PEM2 is “Celsius with decimal point”, for example, 21.0 (C. It is important to change this setting to reflect the Regional and Language settings of your local machine because this format affects how some programs process numbers.

AFTER CONFIGURE PAGE:

The command file “___name of the file___” has been saved to your computer’s default download location. 

To implement the changes on your PEM2, complete the following steps:

1) Insert a USB flash drive in the USB port of your computer

2) Navigate to the newly created command file on your local hard drive

3) Save the command file to the USB flash drive 

4) Safely eject the USB flash drive

5) Insert the USB drive into the PEM2 with the matching serial number

-The blinking hourglass icon will appear on the PEM2 display 

6) Wait for the blinking hourglass icon to disappear

7) The changes have now been applied to the PEM2
