Dew Point Calculator on the Web – status report

· Functionality is done but the web dewpoint calculator needs more work –

· Still had some problems working on internet explorer

· It will need its own URL – probably dewpointcalc.com and.org will be purchased for it. Jim is pursuing this.
· It needs to have IPI information on it – logo, name, contact, etc.

· It will need information, help file, description of terms – Jim has done some of this and Kristin may have also

· Once completed it will include links and promotions

· Will be included in Climate Notes when it is ready for use

PEMdata – status report

· Brian reviewed some features that are newly developed – still on the chili site – such as sorting the list of users by each column heading

· It can be set up to collect guest emails if we want to do that – Brian will make an email list of guests and of registered users

· We discussed methods that could be used to reach out to PEM2 customers, particularly if they have not used PEMdata after three or four months –

· Can we produce a list of PEM2 owners and data of purchase/receipt?

· Could this list then be compared to the people on PEMdata to determine who has not logged on yet?

· Should we contact each PEM2 owner 3-4 months after purchase, or send out quarterly emails to all owners that are informative – describing what may be new on the site, mentioning a feature they could check out, what to look for in data, mechanical system info, etc?

· Are PEM2 owners emails on the Climate Notes list (yes)

· Brian can program a way to make a list of users and PEM serial numbers in the admin section of PEMdata
Data Upload

· Functionality is basically done

· Graphic design, instructions, improved text and testing still need to be done

· The list of locations will be in a Data Manager section in the myclimatedata site where you can view the status of collected data for every location in the site, upload files, import files, etc.

· Leon will update it to look like the design concept Lauren passed around
· The top line will show the Location Name, Import File Name and End Date (Data thru ____). You will be able to sort by any of these – ascending and descending. There will also be a “show/hide” button here so you can choose to see all the time periods or not. When you show the data you can export (in PEM2 format), remove checked data, view data graphs, and edit the logger name or the import file name.

· Leon will include a view box so that what you click on shows on top of the page
· Leon will include the ability to print from the page and a ‘jump to’ button to go to a particular location or import file name.

· We discussed exporting of data files, the date format issue – Brian suggested exporting all the data as PEM2 files – this will require a 3.1.1 upgrade which IPI will supply free to any user that doesn’t have it. Jim likes this suggestion
· We discussed archiving and backup, emailing data, etc. – but there is more to think about and no final decisions were reached.

When the upload is made live Leon will have to re-do all of the notebooks for every existing customer on the Chili server – after that they can do it themselves. 

Import File Name has to become a required field in the site. Before the upgrade we have to check to make sure that the right fields are named as required (and you can’t change them – these include site, building, floor, room, location name, collection types, materials, map, photo and now import file name).

In this version the graphs are made on the fly but there is no manipulation of the graphs – no zoom in or pan left and right features. Leon says this is a lot of work for the myclimatedata site and won’t be done in the foreseeable future.
We need to clearly document procedures for the site as it develops – the process of starting your site, location creation, connecting data to a location, etc. Make the relationship between the location, the logger, and the data to be imported clear – show how and when they are linked.

Current Projects

LOC database system updates and rewrite of instruction manual are due NOW – we are waiting to hear from LOC about forwarding the upgrade to them.

NYPL is more or less on track – Jake has been replaced, Evelyn is learning the myclimatedata system. Ed will do a training day at NYPL on 7/30. They will need the system upgrade and the direct upload soon.
NARA has outlined their needs and we have to develop a proposal and costs for a custom internet site for them by the end of July, for their review in August.
We need to touch base with Lars at NMD to bring him up to speed on all the changes.
