Environmental Team meeting: Notes and Decisions



February 4, 2008
PEMdata: 
1. Use pemdata.com, not the Chili site which will just be for testing. Zaks will keep pemdata.com up to date with new code.
2. Interface Choice
There will be two interfaces (main pages), referred to as “Data Views”. User must choose one upon registration, can switch via utilities. Two choices of Data View are:

Temperature and Moisture (T, RH, & DP)

Preservation Metrics (T, RH, DP, PI, TWPI, MRF, % DC, %EMC)
3. Quickupload vs Registered User. Both are free. Quickupload upload page has weather too. Only difference:  Quickupload has one dataset at a time. No saving. Interfaces the same otherwise.

4. PEMdata has to be ready by mid-February!!

5. Adding Preservation Risks and Benefits It was decided to include a basic material overview with the risks in each preservation metric category – and colors and/or words for risk/OK/not applicable. IPI will determine which materials and collections types to include in this basic list. IPI has the ball to figure out what this will consist of.
6. Support for Other Loggers. Universal logger upload has been removed from the free version of PEMdata. Import will include PEM1, PEM2 (raw data or CNB notebooks), and data in generic CSV format.

7. Product 3 –Paid Product. Unlike the two levels above, the third (paid) level is for medium to large cultural institutions and is a system designed for preventive conservation and collection management. It will be based on both Myclimatedata and PEMdata and refined during the Webera project.
8. Revamping of Pemdata Interfaces. Zaks will change look and behavior of interfaces to reflect the following:

a. Only one quantity on one graph, up to 5 datasets

b. Exception to rule is T & RH graph, which can have only one dataset; T is red, RH is blue—Note: interface choices will thus be T/RH, T, RH, DP, etc.

c. Colors on graphs –Create a color map and apply colors in order to each datasetn in order – the first dataset you view is red, the second green, etc. for up to five.

9. Graphic Look for Pemdata. Leon contracted with someone to do graphic design for PEMdata. IPI needs to see this and get Karen’s input. Visual look of PEMdata site and eventual version of climate notebook on line/myclimatedata  should be similar to ease users from one to the other. IPI name needs to appear – links to IPI, etc.

10. View statistics. Zaks will include statistics about use of the site – where people go, what they look at, etc.

11. Written portions of PEMdata need to be done –

Jim has drafted policy and procedures explanation, including disclaimers and guidance for users – there is more to be done on this. This information should be linked to an “about” tab on the home page. Jim will mail to Leon.
We need information for rollovers and written information for the home page.

This includes description of the Preservation Metrics.

We need to add a demo site with data for people who are considering the site.

We need to link to documentation that takes people through the steps of ordering PEM2s and setting up a Pemdata account (similar to the new user wizard).
12. Time zones for Data. Basic approach: correct time zone if necessary (yes for Pem 1 & 2, No for dbf and csv) when data is stored (or displayed on quickupload). 

WebERA:
When new institution is created it has to include default fields and default materials. We will soon (mid-March) need 21 of these for HBCU and WebERA clients.
Leon will add something to the utilities that allows upload of pictures for the home page – he’ll include file and size limitations.

Leon will “webalilze” the New User Wizard word document and get it on line. Jim and others at IPI will review the New User Wizard and make any changes on line. This will be due by mid-March.

A URL has been purchased and nameservers set for IPIWebERA – both .org and .com. Also for sites climatenotes.com and climatenotes.org (these will be used for an environmental ‘newsletter’ site). The ipiwebera site (soon!) will include the new user wizard, the web blog, a place to upload data, etc.

The two day initial meeting in Rochester will be in March 18-19 or March 25-26.

NARA:

We have put together both a PEMdata site and a Myclimate data site for their review. Neither one is quite ready, but is needed ASAP.

Leon will pull the materials list from LOC, Patti will modify the list for NARA, then she and Kristin will update the materials entries within the NARA test site (myclimatedata)

Ed has to re-enter all the data for NARA into PEMdata – but wait for Brian to repair some things first.

We need to put text on the front page for the NARA site (Patti will) – and it would be nice to add images.

LOC/NMD/NYPL:

What is the current uploading strategy? Ideally we want to turn the distillation process over to them. Zaks will set up an ftp for each directory – these clients will have password access to it – to their data only. Jim will finish the distiller program, send it to Leon. Leon will run it and write out the directions for use.
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
